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The aim of this course is to introduce basic level of Korean language knowledge. Through the use of
instructional materials, students will become familiar with the structure of the Korean alphabet, and
through the introduction of key concepts and analysis of basic sentence patterns. The course will start
with explanations of basic grammar and sentence structures, supplemented by the organization of
practical vocabulary by categories and an exploration of Korean culture and customs. The goal is to
generate interest among students in the context of learning Korean, and to enable them to quickly
acquire the ability to read, write, listen, and use the simplest basic Korean language within a short

period of time.
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This course is a listening and speaking course designed for beginners of Korean language.

The societal aspect
combines current events to illustrate the overall atmosphere of Korean society and

introduces some unique aspects of Korean culture.
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This class will be conducted in English(and sometimes Korean). Most of the lectures are
explained by the lecturer’ s speech with audiovisual materials, including such as news clips and

music video.
